Display Quilts 
Quilts (or quilted items) that members have made and have not been displayed in a previous MPS show will be on display for the public.  These quilts make up the main section of our show.  Members of all abilities are welcome and encouraged to display their work!  Entry forms are due April 15, 2011.
Auction Items
Items made by members are offered in an ongoing silent auction during the quilt show.  Income goes toward Quilt Show expenses.  Items could include quilts, placemats, table runners, purses, bags, pillows, wall hangings.

Challenge Quilt
Members participate in a special challenge for the quilt show.  Guidelines are set by the Quilt Show committee and may include the theme of the show, special fabric or special theme.  Participants will present their quilts to the MPS membership during the May Guild meeting.

Boutique
Gently used or new items are offered by members for sale to quilt show attendees.  Items are sewing specific and may include patterns, books, fabric and hand-made items.  Revenue is divided 70/20/10: Member/Vicky Arnold Fund/Quilt Show Expenses
Vendors
Six vendors are invited to sell products at the quilt show.  Products will be quilt related, unique and well made.  Contact Jean if you have a suggestion!

Artist Reception
A reception for our featured quilter will be held the Friday evening prior to the quilt show.  Tickets will be sold and will include light refreshments, a presentation by our featured quilter, Terry Grant, and admission to the show on Saturday.

Quilt Depots
Depots are used to collect quilts for the show.  They are homes of volunteer MPS members.  Members deliver their quilts to an assigned depot before the show.  The depot volunteers deliver the quilts to the show and pick them up after the show.  Members may collect their quilts from the depot after the show.  To ensure safety of the quilts, no quilts will be delivered or released from the show.  All quilts must go through a depot.

Volunteers The quilt show depends on volunteers for quilts, depots, show set up and take down, boutique, auction, ticket takers and greeters at the show.  There are many areas and opportunities to participate!  Sign-up sheets will be at each Guild meeting starting in January 2011.
